Prayer Chaplains make a one-year
commitment to fulfill their service
responsibilities, and they serve
approximately 8 hours per month by:

month to members (2-3 hours)
e Attending monthly Prayer Chaplain

deepening meetings (2 hours)
e Mentoring and supporting other

Requirements You must be an

active member of Unity of the Triangle for
one year to enter the Prayer Chaplain
Program.

The Affirmative Prayer/Life of Prayer class is
a required prerequisite.

No prior prayer experience or training is
necessary; we do meet with you prior to
training to jointly discuss your commitment
level and readiness for training.

We offer thorough training to prepare you
for the next step into service consisting of
informational meetings, interviews, two
Sunday on-site training sessions, a weekend
retreat and dedication ceremonies.
